BSRUN Plenary Meeting decisions in Turku on 25 February 2010
1. The current agreement was extended till 30 June 2010 only. 
2. The mandate of the current SC was extended till 30 June 2010.

3. The University of Turku continues as the coordinating institution till 30 June 2010.

4. SC was charged with drafting the new agreement to be circulated to the current and prospective member institutions.

5. The current member institutions and institutions, who have expressed their interest to join, will be given the deadline of 30 April 2010 to decide about their membership of BSRUN.
6. SC was charged with drafting the member institution composition of the SC from 1st July 2010 to be circulated for approval to the institutions who have expressed their interest to join by 30 April 2010.

There will be one SC member per country, unless there is a regional or other specific reason for more members. If there are more than five (5) member institutions in one particular country, there will be two (2) SC members from that country.

7. The new agreement will be approved as of 1st July 2010 for three years.

8. PM appointed the University of Latvia coordinating institution from 1st July 2010 for three years. 
   9.      PM appointed Kari Hyppönen President from 1st July 2010 for three years. 
 10.      PM decided that the annual membership fee is 1000 € for 2010-2012.


The coordinating institution was given the right to increase the fee for 2011 and 2012 up to the annual rate of inflation weighed with the exchange rate in Latvia.
